Encouragers Needed!
| think it is fair to say that all people, being human, need to be encouraged. There are
times of course when we need it more than others. None of us can be discounted from
those moments, hours or even days when our hearts and minds take a nosedive and our
world looks bleak and a word or an act of encouragement can lift our spirits.
Encouragement has the ability to act like a lifeline during those times when we feel we
are sinking. It can be used to build one another up, inspire one another, and strengthen
one another in our Christian faith. We all have weaknesses, no one is perfect, and since
we are all frail human beings, we can criticize each other. However, it is proven that
there is nothing good that can come out of discouraging others. The mind set of
constantly tearing people down is worthless. We should always try and build each other
up with words of encouragement. Our encouragement can be most meaningful when we
take an interest in others, allowing us to be specific. Take a moment to observe someone
in our own church community who you feel is an encourager. Notice how that person is
quick to volunteer and serve others. Observe how they model self-control in their words
and actions. Note how they exhibit patience with those who talk perhaps more than their
fair share. What you observe are concrete examples of how you have seen these people
live out their faith. We cannot dwell on people's weaknesses, but instead we should
focus on their good qualities. If we look at people’s strengths and good qualities we will
enjoy each other and, in turn, build each other up. Paul in his letter to the Thessalonians
(Chapter 5: v11) empowers his readers to “Therefore encourage one another and build
each other up”. It may be that we should all remember this simple phrase;
‘Discouragement tears down; Encouragement builds up’. So let us do all we can to
encourage each other, as by doing so we are doing the will of God. We need
encouragers! (wJ)
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
